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An Annual report covering the diversified activities of the school system and the administration’s
recommendations for their improvement shall be prepared by the superintendent and presented to the
board as soon as possible after the close of each school year. Upon board approval, the report shall be
made available to the public and used as one means for informing parents and citizens, the state
education agency, and other districts in the area of the programs and conditions of the district’s schools.
The report shall include but not be limited to:

a. Results of district-wide achievement testing;
b. Budget information, including student enrollment, classroom staff, support staff, administrative staff,
and special levy expenditures.

The district is required to ensure awareness of and compliance with certain statutory requirements as
specified in policy #2106. When the district is not in compliance, such deviations shall be incorporated
into the annual descriptive guide.
