Welcome to the Loon Lake School.  The staff strives provide high quality education in a family oriented environment.  
About 140 students are expected this year in the preschool through grade 6. The curriculum includes Reading, Writing, 
Math, Science, Social Studies, Health and Fitness, Music, Library and Computers.  We have approximately 150  
enrolled in the Homelink Program. Students entertain their parents and community members at our annual winter and 
spring performances and annual talent show.  We also have a wonderful end of the year all school-community picnic.  The 
elementary has been very busy this past summer.  We were awarded a $5,000 Feed Your Brain grant.  On an  
average, 22 students attended for a morning program taught by Wendy and Brad Logue, with Stephanie Cashion and Sam 
Cashion as classroom helpers.

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2009-2010 Annual Public Notice 
WSDA Pesticide Compliance 

 
Loon Lake School District has put into place the following guidelines for 
notifying parents, students and staff of pesticide application in accordance 
with RCW 17.21.415.  The Washington Department of Agriculture defines 
pests as “organisms that may be harmful to people, property, or the environ-
ment.”  Examples of pests that are dealt with by the school district are in-
sects, spiders, rodents, weeds, and plant diseases.  Pesticides are defined as 
“any substance or mixture of substances intended to prevent, destroy, con-
trol, repel, or mitigate any pests.”  While we do try to limit the use of pesti-
cides as much as possible, sometimes there are no other viable alternatives. 
Pesticides will only be used when other options have been exhausted or 
proven ineffective.  Smaller incidental applications such as those made to 
control stinging insects or control weeds in smaller areas may be applied by 
district personnel, while larger applications for turf areas and drylands may 
be done by commercial applicators.  When pesticides are used, we will  
employ the best and safest practices for applications and: 
As a minimum notify interested parents or guardians of students and em-
ployees at least forty-eight hours before application.  Those interested should 
contact the school office during regular business hours at 509-233-2212 to 
be placed on a registry. Registered parties will be notified of intended appli-
cation. 
 
Notification signs shall include posting in a prominent place at the school 
office. 
 
Notification shall include the heading “Notice: Pesticide Application” and 
shall state: 
1. The product name of the pesticide to be applied; 
2. The intended date and  item of application; 
3. The location to which the pesticide is to be applied; 
4. The pest to be controlled; and 
5. The name and phone number of a contact person at the school 
 
Application of pesticide must be made within forty eight (48)  hours follow-
ing the intended date and time stated in the notification or the notification 
process shall be repeated. 
 
At the time of application notification signs shall be posted at each primary 
point of entry to the school grounds. Notification signs for application to 
school facilities other than school grounds shall be posted at the location of 
application. 
 
Pre-notification requirements do not apply if the application is made to a 
school that is not to be occupied by students for at least two consecutive 
days after the application, or to any emergency applications for controlling 
pests that pose an injury, health, or safety threat, such as an application to 
control stinging insects.   
 
A school is not liable for the removal of signs by authorized  persons, or for 
personal property or bodily injury resulting from signs that are placed as 
required. 
 
Records of all pesticide applications including an annual summary starting 
date of, location of, and products used in applications of pesticides will b$e 
made available upon request to interested parties by contacting the school 
office during normal business hours at 509-233-2212.   
   These requirements regarding pesticide applications do not pertain to the 
use of antimicrobial pesticides such as sanitizers and disinfectants, or the 
placement of insect or rodent baits that are not accessible to children. 

Legal Notices About Home-Link 
Loon Lake School District has a Homelink Program to 
provide support to those educating their kindergarten-
eighth grades students at home.  The Homelink site lo-
cated behind the old Loon Lake School (now the His-
torical Society).  The program provides appropriate cur-
riculum, consultation, testing, instructional materials, 
enrichment activities, workshops, and field trips, as 
funding allows.  It has a support group emphasis, with 
parents giving input as to the activities which meet the 
needs of the students.  In past years, the Homelink Pro-
gram has offered:  early learner’s track, hands-on-
science, dyslexia tutoring, writing, guitar, art, math tu-
toring, writing, guitar, art, math tutoring, stain glass, 
ceramics, gymnastics and physical education. 
Professional certified educators help families meet the 
requirements for academic achievement.  Specialized 
tutoring is available in phonics, remedical reading, 
amth, and English.  The Homelink has several class-
rooms, a computer room, curriculum library, kitchen 
facility, and lounge for families with babies and small 
children.  Currently, the group contact is on Friday.  The 
attendance is growing.
