CONSENT AGENDA:  Ray Rasmussen moved to approve the Consent Agenda containing the Minutes of July 17, 2006 Meeting; the July General Fund Vouchers #684 to #741 in the amount of $30,176.78 and the July payroll in the amount of $90,129.45.  Leona Adams seconded the motion.  Discussion followed.  Leona Adams abstained from Voucher No. 707.  The motion carried.

CHANGES TO THE AGENDA:  None

REPORTS:  Facilities: The District used a new coating for the floor on the hallway that should last longer.  Sprinkler heads have been repaired.  The Dave Govedare sculpture needs to be repaired and he has been contacted.  Board:  None  Superintendent:  Financial Report was presented and discussed.  Transportation Cooperative was discussed by Steve Waunch and Steve Templeton.  Valley District has requested Loon Lake School District seek outside financing for our 25% commitment to the project.  Ray Rasmussen voiced his concern over using General Fund for this project.  Strategic Plan – August 28th was the 1st day for staff inservice.  The staff was presented with Strategic Plan and it was discussed.  The certified staff and board have agreed upon adding one additional day of pay to the teacher’s contract for the 2006-07 school year.  The District has temporarily hired Les VanVaulkburg to help with the summer work.
OLD BUSINESS:  None
NEW BUSINESS  The Loon Lake School Board of Directors regular Board Meeting was adjourned into Executive Session for 15 minutes at 7:10 p.m. to discuss the process to use in interviewing the three board member applicants. Steve Waunch explained the Transportation Vehicle Fund transfer and Resolution #57 was read.  Ray Rasmussen read and moved to accept Resolution #57 to transfer $3,855.00 from the General Fund Transportation to the Transportation Vehicle Fund.  Leona Adams seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Jeff Potts asked Steve Waunch for information regarding the on-line courses for the Homelink Program.
ANNOUNCEMENTS FOR THE PUBLIC:  Charlene Jorgensen mentioned that she was representing a group that would like to know what the procedure for the Superintendent/Principal position or renewing contract would be.  The group would like to know by the 1st of the year.  School begins on Tuesday, September 5, 2006.  Soccer signup starts immediately.  The entire school may be going to the Spokane Interstate Fair.  There will be try outs for cheer leaders for soccer and basketball.  Open House/BBQ is scheduled for Wednesday, September 13.  The community will hold a meeting at the Loon Lake School for discussion with the sheriff’s department concerning the amount of break-ins etc. that have been taking place lately.  There were 9,000 meals served during the Summer Food Program.  The Loon Lake School will have the Blood and Guts Pacific Science Fair Van here on October 23.  Site Councils will start holding their meetings at 5:30 p.m. on the 3rd Monday of each month right before the start of the Regular Board Meetings.
