CONSENT AGENDA: Ray Rasmussen moved to approve the consent agenda containing the January 2006 payroll in the amount of $94,170.43, February 2006 General Fund Accounts Payable Voucher #307-355 in the amount of $25,177.87 and the Minutes of the January 23, 2006 Regular Board Meeting, the Minutes of the Special Board Meeting of January 31, 2006 and the Minutes of the Special Board Meeting of February 11, 2006.  Kathy Schroeder seconded the motion.  Discussion followed.  Leona Adams abstained from voting on Voucher #325.  The motion carried.
