CHANGES TO THE AGENDA:  None

REPORTS:  Facilities:  There were thermostat problems to report in a couple of classrooms.  Several replacements parts have been ordered.  Steve Templeton is scooping out the front of the parking lot for the white rock.  White rock will also be added to the Homelink Area.  There will be several individuals in the school from Emergency Response to continue with the mapping of the schools.  There was discussion to installing outside surveillance cameras because of the recent vandalism to the roof of the school.Board:   WSSDA Fall conference will be held in Spokane this year November 15 - 18 – Mr. Waunch encouraged Board members to attend.  Superintendent:     Enrollment report was presented.  Several committee members have been added to the Strategic Plan.  Bikes have been donated by the Masonic Temple – the teachers will meet to discuss the criteria to be met in order to qualify for the bike.  The Board requested that the weekly bulletins be sent to them by email.   Transportation Cooperative update – Steve Waunch met with Mark Selle.  Computer routing programs are being reviewed by Steve Templeton and Steve Waunch.  Steve Waunch commented that he found them too expenses for a small school district and none of the ones reviewed had an extensive bookkeeping system tied into it.
